2.  Because the imported products are covered by the language of the scope which explicitly

includes wooden headboards and footboards, including wooden panels composed of fiberboard,

such as Medline’s headboard and footboard components, Commerce found these hospital bed

end panel (headboard and footboard) components  to be within the scope of the order.

 

3.  Continue to suspend liquidation of entries of wooden bedroom furniture from the People’s

Republic of China, including hospital bed end panel components imported by Medline described

above, subject to the antidumping duty order on wooden bedroom furniture from the People’s

Republic of China.
