2.  This injunction was issued in connection with court case number 13-00371 and enjoins

liquidation of the entries described in paragraph 3 below.

 

3.  Accordingly, until further notice, do not liquidate entries of subject merchandise which were

manufactured by Toscelik Profil ve Sac Endustrisi A.S. that were the subject of the determination

in Circular Welded Carbon Steel Pipes and Tubes from Turkey:  Final Results of Countervailing

Duty Administrative Review; Calendar Year 2011, 78 FR 64916 (October 30, 2013), and that were

entered, or withdrawn from warehouse, during the period from 01/01/2011, through 12/31/2011.

Any entries that are set for liquidation must be unset immediately.  Continue to suspend liquidation

of these entries until liquidation instructions are issued.

 

4.  Liquidation instructions for entries affected by the injunction have not yet been issued.

 

5.  Effective immediately, CBP is instructed to prevent liquidation of any entries subject to the
